Where does the food come from? What kind of food do you serve?

We (by owed | mean myself and volunteers) purchase food f
possi bl e. We purchase from Lanningos, Kroger, Wal mar t ,
Market, Gordon Food Service and others. We have organizations that donate food items to u, such as Interchurch,
Panera, AMVETS, Rolls Royce and of course you- the congregation of Gay Street United Methodist Church. We re-

ceived a turkey breast from someone a few months ago. During the holidays when people receive turkeys and hams,

etc., they donate to us which is great.

Who pays for these meals?

The people of Gay Street United Methodist Church pay for our Community Dinner ministry. Through your designated
donations, we have provided meals every Friday night for approximately fifteen years. We prepare and serve anything
